Background: 
 

The site, 825 Tramore Place, is a 1.06 acre lot, in the Tramore subdivision off 
Birmingham Highway.  It is zoned R-2A.  The house is currently un-occupied 
and is for sale by the owners, Bonem & Honeycutt Construction, LLC. 
 
The applicant, Jim Bonem, is requesting a variance to allow an existing 
house to encroach 4’5” into the north side yard setback.  The applicant 
states that the home was incorrectly placed within the building envelope, 
but would have fit adequately if it had been placed appropriately. 
 
According to the applicant, because of the property’s size, shape or 
topography, denial of this variance would create an unnecessary hardship 
for the owner while causing no detriment to the public.  Mr. Bonem states 
that the only alternative to the approval of this variance is tearing down the 
offending portion of the house, or the entire house and moving it to the right. 
He states that this would cause serious financial hardship in an already 
dismal real estate market.
