Background: 
 
The site, 765 and 785 Broadwell Road, is a commercial development that is 
zoned for 12,800 sq. ft. of retail and office space (per 2005Z-0072 and 2005VC-
0160).  The property is located in the Crabapple Crossroads overlay district.   
Currently, there are two retail buildings on the site.  Three more buildings are 
proposed.  The applicant is requesting a reduction in parking to accommodate 
changing the detention pond from underground to surface. 
 
Section 18.2.1 of the City of Milton Zoning Ordinance, requires  5 parking spaces 
per 1,000 square feet for retail establishments, and 3 spaces per 1000 square 
feet (up to 250,000 square feet) for general office.    Under these conditions, the 
applicant is required to provide 64 parking spaces.   The original zoning plan 
showed  58 proposed spaces (with a proposed 10% administrative parking 
reduction). Ms. Rich-Kolb is now requesting that this figure be reduced to 39 
spaces, a total reduction of 25 spaces.   
 
The business owner and applicant, Sally Rich-Kolb, has outlined in her letter of 
appeal that because of the walk-ability of the Crabapple Crossroads, customers 
often walk from business to business, which makes this parking space 
requirement unnecessary.  The applicant has also stated that in order to 
preserve the historic and natural feel of Crabapple, she does not want to see an 
abundance of parking spaces.  Lastly, the applicant has explained that it is a 
hardship to provide an underground detention pond, and it would be in her 
best interest to install a surface pond to provide a more natural setting and to 
allow extra funds for landscaping.   
 
Staff notes that 2005Z-0072 references a site plan dated  September 23, 2005.  
The site plan submitted wih the variance application has several changes, 
including the location of the connector road.

The Fire 
Marshall will require a hard surface/all 
weather drive for access to each 
building. Handicapped parking is 
required to be directly in front of each 
proposed building.
