Department to clean up the data to get accurate numbers for Norm.  A 
conference call is scheduled with Norm and staff on February 3 to 
discuss the draft results.  
The new maps resulting from this process will be very beneficial to the 
comp planning process.  These maps will be shown at the next CPAC 
meeting. 

 

 PUBLIC COMMENT Grammar and run on sentences were noticed in the Partial Plan 
document.
