The fine is $358 for an illegally parked car in a handicapped spot.
If someone wants to fight this and refuse to pay it, we would actually have to
civilly sue them for the balance of their tickets.
We would only have a few books to sign out for MDAC to try them out.
The hash mark parking is also illegal.
These books have not been used as a “warning” ticket.
